COMMUNITY INVESTMENT GRANTS
The purpose of the Foundation's Community Investment Grants is to enhance the quality of life of older adults in Broome County and the surrounding area and to raise awareness of Good Shepherd Communities Foundation.  For many years, the Foundation awarded up to $5000 in community grants annually.  In 2008, the Community Investment Committee decided to reassess awarding the grants and the process was temporarily suspended.
In the spring of 2014, the Community Investment Grants were reintroduced.  The Foundation accepted Community Investment Grant applications from not-for-profits that serve Broome County senior citizens.  The Foundation set aside $10,000 to fund the awards and grants can be in the $1,000 to $5,000 range.  The Community Investment Committee reviewed the grants and chose five area organizations to receive grants.  It was not an easy job to choose who would receive funding in 2014, but the committee did narrow it down and the following agencies were given awards:

Alzheimer’s Association, $1330, to purchase new equipment for their education programs in Broome County; Johnson City Senior Center, $1960, to purchase a new exhaust hood for their kitchen; Broome County Office for Aging, $3602, to purchase electromagnetic devices for fire protection at three senior centers; The Danielle House, $1000, to provide rooms at no cost to relatives visiting seniors in long-term care or in the hospital; Council of Churches “Ramp It Up,” $2100,  to purchase materials to build ramps for homebound seniors in Broome County. 
In 2015, the committee received proposals from 10 organizations.  The following agencies were selected for an award:  YMCA, $4661.50, for one aqua lift chair for the pool at the Johnson City facility; Family & Children’s Society, $3000, for heart monitors to be used with home care clients; RSVP, $1500, to recertify instructors for their arthritis program; First Ward Action Council, $838, for their home repair service program.
The 2016 Community Investment Grants were awarded to the following Broome County not-for-profits:  Action for Older Persons, $4,780.00 to upgrade the phone system in order to better serve their clients; Faith in Action, $3,721.00  for technology upgrades; and RSVP, $1,000.00 to purchase equipment for the free osteoporosis prevention exercise classes for seniors.
In 2017 Community Investment Grants were awarded to the following two Broome County not-for-profits:  A.V.R.E., $5,000.00  for mobile tablets to improve reporting efficiency and Broome County Council of Churches, $5,000.00 to purchase new equipment for the Ramp It Up program for construction of ramps for senior citizens. 
The Community Investment Grants were discontinued in 2018.  Good Shepherd Communities Foundation saw the need to put the grant dollars to use in offering our valued employees scholarships to attend LPN education with the caveat that they would continue their employment at Good Shepherd but in a new role as a nurse.  In June 2019 we will have our first LPN graduate, Melissa Glezen, and we look forward to welcoming her in her new role.

Resident Grants
A new initiative was to provide Resident Grants to both GSVE and GSFH residents for campus enhancements they would like and which would benefit the residents at the facilities.  
At the Village, improvements were made to the pavilion, including installation of electric and shrubbery, and parking space was made for golf carts.  At GSFH, residents contributed to the purchase of a new vehicle used for transportation to doctor’s appointments.
Following is a narrative of the past Community Investment Committee grants:

The Community Investment Committee awarded its first Community Grant to the Four County Library System in 1995.  The $5000 grant was used to purchase large print books and books on tape for the library's bookmobile service.  
Two community grants were awarded in 1996.  Action for Older Persons received $2500 toward the printing of the Broome County Elder Services Guide.  The guide provided information on services and organizations that assist the elderly.  It was the result of a collaborative effort by Action for Older Persons, Broome County Office for Aging and First Call for Help.  A second grant of $2500 was given to the Alzheimer’s Association, Southern Tier Chapter.  The grant was used to expand and maintain their library resources.  The Alzheimer's Association purchased videos for volunteer training, family information and education, caregiver training, support group meetings and in-services for nursing home staffs.  Books and brochures were also added to their library.

In 1997, a grant of $4500 was given to Broome County Office for Aging, Last Resort Fund.  This grant was used to assist limited income seniors with home repairs that increase energy efficiency or to correct problems that may affect health and safety.  The Last Resort Fund is used when every other option has been explored.  In addition, $500 was awarded to LYCEUM.  The grant was applied to the purchase of additional computer equipment.

The Retired Senior Volunteer Program (RSVP) was the recipient of the 1998 grant.  A grant of $4075 was given to the organization for the expansion of its Osteoporosis Prevention Exercise Program.  Classes were added at six sites throughout the county. The money was used to train volunteers and to purchase equipment (weights).  In addition, the Community Investment Committee allocated the grant’s balance of $925 to Good Shepherd-Fairview Home for the purchase of its own weights, chairs for the class, and a storage container for the weights.

The Community Investment Committee awarded the 1999 grant to the Broome Library Foundation.  The $5000 grant was used to purchase large print books, books on tape and audiocassette players.  The books included current bestsellers and other popular titles, which appeal to various interests.  

In 2000, several agencies benefited from the community grant.  The Alzheimer’s Association was given $400 for its November 2000 conference for community professionals and caregivers.  Meals on Wheels of Western Broome received $1000 to purchase a new freezer and shelving.  GSCF agreed to provide $1600 as a sponsor the April 2001 Caregiver Retreat, organized by the Broome County Office for Aging and the Alzheimer’s Association, Southern Tier Chapter.  The Broome Library Foundation was given an additional $2000 to purchase more large print books and books on tape.

A $1,018 grant was given to RSVP in 2001 for the TRIAD Senior House Numbering Project.  TRIAD is a cooperative effort between senior citizens and law enforcement that exists to address the needs of seniors for safety and security.  There was a problem with quick response time by law enforcement officers and ambulance personnel, especially in rural areas, because many houses lacked visible house numbers.  A group of retired GE managers volunteered to install reflective house numbers and, if necessary, outside lighting and locks for frail or low-to-moderate income senior homeowners.  The locks were provided by the Broome County Sheriff’s Department and GSCF provided the funding for 25 porch lights and the reflective numbers for 200 homes.

Also in 2001, GSCF’s Community Investment Committee awarded $3000 to Broome Community College for “The American Century Memory Project,” which began in January 2002.  Seniors at several senior citizen centers were given the opportunity to audit a video cassette course on modern American History.  BCC history professors viewed the videos with the seniors and reviewed relevant chapters of an accompanying text.  The seniors were asked to write their recollections of key historical events that occurred during their lives.  Some of the seniors were interviewed by BCC students.  The written recollections and the oral interviews are being used as a “primary source” documents collection that benefits both the students and the seniors.  GSCF’s grant helped to offset the cost of the textbooks and provided funding for the purchase of the video series.  In addition to this grant, GSCF gave $250 to the Office for Aging as a pledge of community support for OFA’s application to the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation.  Their application was done on behalf of the Aging Futures Partnership.  The RWJF invited Broome County to submit an application for a large grant to assist Broome County in planning for the care of frail older adults.

In 2002, $1250 was awarded to the Blind Work Association for two community seminars for professionals and for caregivers of visually impaired seniors.  GSCF also provided $750 as a sponsor of  “Humor: The Treatment of Choice,” a presentation arranged through Action for Older Persons and the Retired and Senior Volunteer Program.  GlamourGals Foundation received $1000 and established two chapters in the Binghamton area. High school and college age volunteers made visits to selected long term care facilities and established relationships with some of the female residents.  They offered the women a makeover, providing an opportunity that is both fun and uplifting for the residents.  An additional $2000 was awarded to BCC for the OWLS (Older Wiser LearnerS) program. This program was an expansion of the 2002 American Century Memory Project.  College courses are offered for audit at various senior centers.  Both GSFH and GSVE have been the site for many courses.  BCC students and the OWLS attend the classes together

The Community Investment Committee awarded a $5000 grant to the Ray of Sunshine Initiative in 2003.  The initiative is a clown therapy program that operated under the auspices of the Mental Health Association of the Southern Tier.  The grant to the Ray of Sunshine Initiative was used for clown training.  The goal of the program is to create a sustainable practice in various long-term care facilities and other health care facilities in the area.

In July 2004, $350 was given to Tioga Opportunities, Inc. to cover the cost of hiring Larry Brennan, Nursingologist, for the Tioga Senior Health Fair Expo.  In addition, a grant of $4650 was awarded to RSVP in December 2004.  This grant was for RSVP’s “Good Morning, Broome!” program, designed to help alleviate social isolation for area seniors.  These seniors receive phone calls from volunteers each weekday morning to determine if they are experiencing any problems.

A grant of $4024 was to awarded to Action for Older Persons for the Southern Tier End of Life Coalition’s 1st Annual Broome County Advance Care Planning Week in May 2005.  The grant was used for promotional materials for this community wide event that took place from June 12, 2005 through June 18, 2005.  The purpose of the event was to increase people’s awareness of the importance of having advance care directives, such as a health proxy, regardless of one’s age.  In addition, $368.50 was given to the Broome County Council of Churches for the Trust in the Lives of Older Women Program.  This program is designed to enhance, enrich and promote well-being in the lives of older women.  The Foundation’s grant was used to help defray the cost of brochures and postage.  Another grant of $607.50 was given the Council of Churches for the Healthier Lifestyle Mentor Program.  The purpose of this program is to assist obese seniors to achieve a healthier lifestyle.  Volunteers work with clients to educate them about healthy eating habits and the benefits of exercise.  The Foundation’s grant was used to reimburse volunteers for mileage.

Two grants were awarded in 2006.  The first grant of $4150 was to Aging Futures for its Strike out Stroke Initiative, a disease management program that has proven successful in lowering systolic and diastolic blood pressure of a group of seniors who have been identified to be at risk for a stroke.   This is accomplished through education and the support of a nurse at the Stay Healthy Center.  A second grant of $850 was awarded to the Faith in Action Program of the Broome County Council of Churches.  The funds were used for a professional training course for volunteer drivers in the operation of the Council’s mini-bus.  The bus provides free transportation for seniors to necessary appointments and errands.

Two organization received grants in 2007.  Meals on Wheels of Western Broome was awarded a grant of $2000 for the purchase of four window air conditioners to replace old units that were no longer functioning.  These are used to cool the kitchen and food preparation areas at their Endicott facility.  In 2006, Meals On Wheels provided 75,800 meals to the elderly in their service area.  

A second grant of $2510 was given to Action for Older Persons on behalf of TRIAD, a partnership of senior citizen volunteers, law enforcement agencies and aging service agencies for Operation Bright Idea: The Emergency Beacon Light Program.  A venture grant from the United Way provided the additional $3000 for the program.  Six hundred forty beacon flashing porch lights were installed at the homes of the elderly in Broome County’s eastern rural townships of Colesville, Sanford and Windsor.  When a 911 call is made from one of the houses with a beacon light bulb, the home’s resident needs to flip the switch twice and the bulb becomes a flashing light, helping emergency responders to pinpoint the home’s location.

In 2008, the Retired Senior Volunteer Program, RSVP, received $2500 for the expansion of the Arthritis Foundation’s Exercise Program and the Bonesavers Exercise Program.  These programs are offered to seniors at various locations in Broome County. The Alzheimer’s Association, Southern Tier Regional Office, was awarded a grant of $1500 to expand its resource library, specifically its video library.  People with Alzheimer’s disease, their families, educators, students, health care professionals, social service agencies and the general public use the resource library.  In addition, the Broome County Council of Churches, in collaboration with the Aging Futures Partnership, received $1000 for a staff person to attend a Train-the-Trainer class for the Powerful Tools for Caregivers program.  Class leaders teach family caregivers the tools of self-care, help them reduce personal stress, communicate their needs, manage difficult feelings, and make difficult caregiving decisions.

All the projects are important and contribute to the quality of life of older adults in our community. Good Shepherd Communities Foundation is honored to be able to help many senior citizens in Broome County.

BEQUEST INFORMATION – 2005 through 2018
In August 2005, Good Shepherd Communities Foundation was notified of a bequest from the Estate of June B. Weaver.  The final total received from Mrs. Weaver’s estate was $211,936.  In December 2005, the Foundation was notified that it was a 25% beneficiary of a Charitable Remainder Trust established by Dorothy T. Wiltsie, a former GSFH resident who passed away in April 2005.  The Foundation received $110,227 from Mrs. Wiltsie’s trust.  In January 2008, a bequest of $46,362 was received from the Estate of Virginia M. Keefe, a former GSFH resident. In 2008, notification of two other bequests was received; 20% beneficiary of the Loren W. and Lois B. Guy Charitable Remainder Trust, and $5,000 from Janet A. Hessney.  In February 2009, the Hessney bequest was received, and in March 2009, the substantial partial distribution of $30,000 from the Guy Trust was made to Good Shepherd Communities Foundation.  The final distribution of $1890 was made in February 2011.  The Foundation received notice of a bequest in July 2010 of $5,000 to the Living Care Fund Endowment from the Estate of G. Richard Handrick.  This was received in January 2011.
In 2002, Raymond L. Willard notified the Foundation of his intent to include Good Shepherd in his estate plans.  Mr. Willard contacted the Foundation office in May 2010 and stated that he planned to make his gift before he passed away.  The Foundation received $50,000 in lieu of a bequest in memory of his mother and mother-in-law, both former residents of Good Shepherd Fairview Home.  In January 2011, $200 was received from the Silas Molyneaux Trust.  Also in 2011, the Foundation was notified of a bequest from Barbara C. Blossom, a past member of the Board of Directors of Good Shepherd Fairview Home, to the Living Care Fund Endowment.  A partial distribution of $87,804 was received in November 2011.  The final distribution of $48,630 was made in January 2013.  In 2012, a bequest of $1000 was received from Stuart S. Kirkpatrick, a former GSFH resident, and a bequest of $17,149 was received from Winona J. McLean, the sister of a former GSFH resident.  The Foundation received two bequests in 2013.  Both were from former GSFH residents, Shirley Osmun and Phyllis J. Rymell.  Miss Osmun’s bequest was $70,517 and Miss Rymell’s was $50,102.  No bequests were received in 2014 or 2015.  In January 2016, a bequest of $180,247 was received from a long-time resident of Good Shepherd Fairview Home, Sally Pearl.  Also, a bequest of $180,490 was made by W.G. Decker. Both of these were for the benefit of Good Shepherd Fairview Home.  In 2017 the Estate of Robert Thomas, a long-time resident of Good Shepherd Village at Endwell, left a bequest totaling $26,383.24 to date, benefitting the Living Care Fund.  A final accounting will occur in 2018.  Additionally a final distribution from the Estate of his wife, Alida Thomas, was made in the amount of $12,835.80, also to benefit the Living Care Fund. 
In 2018, Robert G. Dealaman left a bequest which has benefited the Good Shepherd Communities Foundation in the amount of $120,000.  This gift is unrestricted.  The final payment is expected in early 2019.

The estate of Robert Thomas made the final payment in 2018 in the amount of $12,535.33, bringing the amount of the bequest to $38,908.57.
